Outline:

The Scaling Up scheme is the first strand to the Youth of Today Leadership Fund, an initiative funded by the Department for Children, Schools and Families and administered by the Young Foundation. Grants are available for third sector groups offering youth leadership opportunities to disadvantaged young people and marginalised groups across England.
Scaling Up enables smaller third sector organisations to develop existing projects in the field of Youth Leadership. This fund also has a second strand, Reaching Out. Round 3 of the Scaling Up scheme is now open for applications. 
Total Fund Value:

£ 500,000

Grant Value - minimum:

£ 5,000 

Grant Value - maximum:

£ 20,000 

Grant Value - notes:

The fund has a total value of around £1 million, which has been split equally across the two schemes, giving each strand approximately £500,000 each. Under the Scaling Up scheme, up to 30 grants of between £5,000 and £20,000 will be available.

Extended Description:

The Scaling Up scheme is part of The Youth of Today Leadership Fund is a new initiative funded by the Department for Children, Schools and Families and administered by the Young Foundation.

This scheme two rounds of funding left; Round Three, which is open until 23 April 2010 and Round Four, which is open until 23 June 2010.

In Round 3 organisations can apply for between £5,000 and £20,000. In Round 4 projects must be a maximum of 6 months and for between £5,000 and £10,000.

Both schemes are intended to support third sector organisations to develop and expand high quality youth leadership programmes being delivered across England.

The aims of the Scaling Up are to:

· Encourage more young people take on leadership roles in their communities; 

· Create more opportunities for young people to get involved in the decision-making that affects them; 

· Improve the quality of youth leadership opportunities; 

· Enable capacity-building in small organisations. 

Support is targeted at:

· Innovative projects that are unlikely to find funding from other sources; 

· Independent organisations that operate locally, particularly grassroots and community-based organisations that operate to address a specific community need; 

· Organisations with a turnover of less than £1 million.

Restrictions:

Scaling up cannot fund:

· Projects that do not directly benefit young people aged 13-19 in England 

· Projects not based around the development of leadership skills in young people 

· Projects that will benefit only one person 

· General appeals 

· Building works or capital projects 

· Political or religious activity 

· Retrospective funding 

· Local branches of a national or regional organisation 

· Projects that are already in receipt of DCSF funding 

· Organisations with a turnover in excess of £1 million. 

Key Criteria:

Scaling up is suitable for community based projects. Eligible projects must:

· operate independently at a local level - particularly grassroots organisations and community-based projects; 

· have a turnover of less than £1 million - organisations with much less turnover than £1 million are encouraged to still apply as support is available for a range of projects; 

· Be registered with either Companies House or with the Charities Commission.

Eligible Expenditure:

Scaling-up Grants can be used to cover revenue expenditure such as delivery costs and staff costs. Small capital items can also be covered, of up to 20% of the grant awarded.

Application Procedure:

Organisations can apply by visiting the Young Foundation website, which allows interested parties to fill out an initial, short eligibility check before going through to an application form, which must be filled out and sent back in email form.
