Support in regards to Roma families’ needs assessment, relevant UK legislation, equality issues, health needs, ways of engaging with families, etc. 


Developing Family Support Schemes which are based on our experience and models of working practice with the Roma community.


Our advice is free of charge for the first three sessions.
